IBEW 125 CHARITY SOFTBALL TOURNAMENT RULES

Eligibility — Must be 18 years old the year of the Tournament

Cleats — No Steel Cleats

Bats —ASA/USA stamp approved imprint to be shown to umpire each time at bat.
Game Time — Games consist of seven innings or 60-minutes, whichever comes first
Pitch Count — 1-1 count to start / second foul on two strikes is third strike

Run Rule — 15 runs after 4 innings / 10 runs after 5 innings

Team Roster — Bat your entire roster every game

Male/Female Ratios — At least two girls on a team / One on the field at all times

v No girl on field due to injury you play with nine or may substitute for another girl

v Itis an automatic out for each girl missing in the batting order / If you walk a guy to get
to the automatic out, the rule goes away

Halo rule — Ball hit with velocity that hits the pitcher or passes through the pitching plate
area (between the white lines) in the air or one bounce and within 2’ above the pitcher’s
head is an automatic out. If ball bounces over the pitcher’s head, it is not a halo)

Home Runs — Two plus progressive next is a single
Courtesy Runner — Anytime anywhere / last out / girl for girl, if available
Balls — Girls will use 11” ball

Encroachment Line — When a female is at bat outfielders must remain behind white line
until the ball is hit

Walks — A walk to a male batter will result in a two-base award if the next batter is a
female and she shall bat. Exception with two outs, the female has the option to bat or walk.

Strike Mat — Will be used to determine balls and strikes

v If the softball touches any part of the mat or home plate itself on a legal pitch it will be
considered a strike
